Battery powered amplifiers are permissable under certain circumstances at the Market Manager's discretion. Use
of drums and percussion must be limited so vendors and customers can carry on conversation easily (and so
residents stay happy).

The Logan Square Farmers Market is not able to pay musicians to perform at the market. However, musicians are
allowed to collect tips and sell CDs and other merchandise (so long as it is not food or tote bags). We will also
promote you online via our Facebook page (which has over 12,000 likes), email newsletter (which has over 4,000
subscribers), Instagram, and website.

The Market will provide musicians with a 10ft x 10ft tent, however all other equipment (including chairs, signage
and tip jars) must be provided by the performers.
